To make sure you have an enjoyable ride, here is a guide to services found on or
near the trail system. = =

A common launching spot for many {
members is Duanesburg. It is located :
just up the hill from Schenectady and
Albany, and just off I-88 at exit 24. There
is both food and fuel in town. Jonathan’s
offers pizza and Italian cuisine. Across
the street is a Stewart’s shop for fuel.
The Duanesburg Diner serves breakfast,
lunch, and dinner.

C7B Berne to Duanesburg all signs are up.
Tree removal and brushing are ongoing.

Ice storm damage was extensive. Many trees
came down all across the trail network. Crews
of Club members have been working when-
ever they can to reopen the trails.

Town of Florida trails
continue north from here. Fuel can be found further north near Amsterdam.
Picking up the south bound C7B trail near Duanesburg at the SD14 intersection, will take you under |-88 and across the

R Schoharie Turnpike. Shortly thereafter you will come to an intersection
: in a field.

Taking the trail C7E (old S72) west will bring you to Quaker Street (a
small village). Just about a "4 mile west of where the trail crosses Rt.7
# you will see Gibby’s Diner. They are open Wednesday through Sunday,
serving breakfast, lunch, and dinner. They do close for about 3 weeks
~ mid winter, so be prepared.

—— ; Following C7E down into the valley through Delanson and up again will
Gibby'’s Diner bring you near to Lucia’s Deli and a Citgo gasoline station for food and
fuel.

Continuing west towards Esperance you will find a Stewart’s Shop and the
Hillview Tavern. Beyond Esperance, C7E climbs up into the Charleston State
Forest. Turning right (north) at intersection SC3 onto C7F takes you north
through the forest lands towards the Town of Florida trails.

Riding south on trail C7B from Duanesburg will take you on a long run with no
service available. Plan on about 20 miles before you reach food and fuel at
East Berne. There you will find the
Maple Inn, a restaurant and bar
4 serving fine food and drink. Around the
& corner is a Mobil Mart at trails end.

& There are a couple of intersections that Maple Inn
turn off C7B heading towards Schoharie

Middleburg, Partridge Run, and Westerlo.

The 350-mile Vermont Border to Border in 24 Hours,
is a trans-state ride that begins near the MA/VT Bor-
der in Woodford, Vermont and ends near the Cana-
dian Border in Norton, Vermont. It is a fundraiser for
the 30,000 children and young adults with Cystic Fi-
brosis (a genetic disease that affects the lungs and
pancreas).

To date we have done three "B2B"s, and our fourth is
set for February 7th, 2009. The rides takes place in
Vermont, but its proceeds help the patients right here
in the Capital District, at Albany Medical Center
through the Donna Crandall Memorial Foundation.

A total of 500 riders participated in the first three rides
and raised an astounding $180,000! Its just one of
many ways how snowmobilers give back and make a
difference in their communities. | hope its something
you can participate in.
