At the time the 

forecast seemed to be 

hard to believe.  Two 

storms and six days 

later, I see that this 

forecast for snowfall 

was under by a lot. 

 

41 ½”  had fallen by 

Friday evening at my 

house.  Over the 

weekend another 6 ½” 

fell, bringing the total 

to 48”.  Four feet of 

snow!  This snow was 

not light and fluffy, it was 

heavy water laden.  When the light is right, you could see the blue water in 

the snow shadows. 

 

On Friday there was a 

period of freezing rain 

that changed back to 

snow.  Had that not been 

rain, who knows what the 

total snowfall would have 

been.  The frozen rain 

added a hardened layer to 

the snow pack. 

 

While we needed snow to 

open the trails, this 

clearly was too much snow.  Initially 

the breaking of trails is a very slow 

process with snow of this depth.

Duanesburg:  Much needed snow has opened all the 
trails.  Grooming will commence if the temperature 
drops. 
 
Mariaville:  Volunteers are always welcome to help 
maintain the trails.

Burtonsville:  Work has been completed and the trail is 
now open, please follow all signs and watch for 
changes.

Berne:  As in Knox, the New Holland groomer has 
made its way over to the Maple Inn.  This feat is due to 
the hard work of the trail boss and his crew.

snowmobiles need to keep their skies up above the snow or else the machine nosedives into the deep snow.  

The track then acts as a digging tool rather than forward motion.  The snowmobile then gets stuck in its own 

hole. 

 

Frontier Sno Rider crews were working in the 

Esperance/Delanson/Duanesburg area with two 

skandics and a couple of snowmobiles following to 

help with packing the snow down.  Many down or low 

hanging tree limbs required removal just to get 

through.  Then there were the road crossings, each one 

a near vertical mini mountain.  Going over the top of 

one of these is tricky with a big snowmobile.  First you 

climb then you drop nearly straight down to the road. 

 

Further south in the Berne/Knox area the Frontier 

crews used two skandics, two snowmobiles, and the 

New Holland 

Sur-Trac groomer with a drag.  The New Holland was 

used not only to pack the trail but to bust open each 

road crossing.  It handled the job with ease. 

 

Other Club members heeded the call on the Club 

website to help by digging out road crossings near their 

homes.  Lots of heavy snow to lift with shovels is hard 

work.  One former board member even used his own 

tractor to bust open the road crossing near his home. 

 

All of these actions allowed the Frontier Sno Rider 

trails to open for weekend use.  By Sunday afternoon 

you could ride from East Berne to Esperance or Mariaville.  Even the 

trail north of Esperance, C7F was open for the first time this season. 

 

One warning, stay on the trail or stay on the gas, because if you do not you could sink out of sight!  

Into the snow on C7B goes the groomer.

Many of you are already painfully aware that the Governor proposes to sweep $1 million from the trail fund this current 
fiscal year! This unprecedented sweep, coming less than two years after a previous attempt to take $1 million during the 
2008-2009 budget process, must be rejected by the Legislature. It is another attempt to raid the Snowmobile Trail Fund. 
 
NYSSA is further opposed to the language in Part HH of Budget Bill S6609/A9709 that would expand the allowable use 
of monies in the snowmobile trail fund to include “public safety activities,” and urge that this language be removed from 
the budget. By allowing snowmobile registration fees to be taken from their intended use and transferred to the general 
fund under the guise of public safety, while removing any accountability regarding the use of these funds, the proposed 
budget would result in millions more swept from the snowmobile trail fund in the years to come. 
 
I am calling on every one of our Club Presidents and their members to send a letter to their respective Senator and As-
semblyman asking their help in getting our $1 million restored to the Snowmobile Trail Fund and to oppose the language 
in Part HH of Budget Bill S6609/A9709. We are providing all of you with the attached model letters in order to ensure a 
clear, con-
sistent, 
and reso-
lute mes-
sage. Club
