Club News                                    Trail Log 
East Berne - The wood decking from the S-70 bridge was 
90% recovered and a makeshift bridge is in place.  The 
Mann bridge near the Maple Inn needs fill for the ap-
proaches and culverts nearby were repaired. 
 
Knox - Rt 146 bridge to be recovered on weekend of Oct 
8-9. New signing needs to be put in place around the 
Gage farm.  Bridge by Karl’s needs to be decked. Knox 
Ball Field bridge was straightened and raised up. 
 
Esperance - Work is in progress to incorporate a section 
of the Sloansville trail (old C7Fwest of Frontier).  Land-
owner permission forms are going out.  Some work needs 
to be done to bring trail up to riding condition.  Watch for 
work party notice. 
 
Duanesburg/Delanson - Esperance Auto bridge was 
washed out and heavily damaged.  Plans are to recover 
the metal frame and re-deck the bridge.  The bridge at 
Scott’s is in need of repair and is unusable at this time.  A 
couple of bridges have yet to be checked, but others are 
in good shape.   
 
Burtonsville - All bridges are in good shape, however 
many trees are down and will need removal. 
 
Mariaville - Trail C7B was cleared from Batter St to Mt 
View Lane of all fallen trees on Sunday October 2.  The 
bridge on Spook Hallow Rd was reset.  The Stanley Turn-
pike section of C7B has been cleared but is still rutted up 
and could use grading.  The Featherenstagh State Forest 
is open but very swampy due to all the wet weather of 
late. 
 
It is easy to see the trail bosses have been hard at work.  
Please lend them a hand.  There are many bridges that 
need wood decking.  Bring your hammer and let’s get to 
work! 

Route 146 bridge came to rest 500 yards 
downstream.  It is on the ‘to-do’ list. 
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over the last two years.  If you go to a Ski-Doo dealer for parts or service on your sled, be sure to 
take a coupon with you and put it in the official ballot box.  You do not have to be a Ski-Doo rider to 
take part in this, it is open to all snowmobile club members.
