Leave Duanesburg out behind the
diner on the north side of Rt 7. S70
runs westbound across US Rt 20 and
on to Mott Rd. You will come to the
junction of C7B within a mile. Stay
right to head for Mariaville. There are
many homes located near the trail as
you climb up the hill after crossing US » _
Rt 20 again, so please be considerate 5T
Junction of S70 and C7B
when riding through.

Just before you reach Mariaville, you
will enter the Featherstonhaugh
State Forest. There is a lot of wildlife
in this area, so be on the look out.

- After crossing Batter St. you will
come to an intersection, a local trail
turns right and will take you into
Mariaville. You can grab a bite to

The 70% grant funding from the Schoharie County
Trail Fund will be the same allocation as last year.
Due to the county forgetting to include the Trail Fund
in the 2012 County Budget, the checks cannot be
written until the Budget is revised at the next Board
of Supervisors meeting on February 17.

A second Snowmobile Safety class was originally
planned for February or March, but the Club is wait-
ing to see if there is a demand for another class.

The Super raffle tickets have been selling well. If
you would like to help the club and cannot donate
time on the trail, this is another way to help out.

Board members Bob Meyer and Gerry Lenseth have
volunteered to co-chair the club elections this year.

Landowner permissions continue to come in for the
local trail to Sloansville. Once all landowners are
signed on, the trail will be submitted for grant fund-
ing next season. This should allow C7F to once
again connect through Frontier from Cave Country
to Town of Florida.

Trail Log

East Berne - Trails need snow, a lot of it. Currently
looking at 2 possible reroutes for S70 to Thacher
Park. Work to be done before end of May.

Knox - A section of C7B near Rt 146 has been tem-
porarily rerouted due to logging in the woods there.
Use caution as trail comes down pipeline and
crosses road. Obey the STOP signs and check for
traffic.

Esperance/Sloansville - Be sure to stay on the
marked trail in the village of Esperance. Do not ride
on sidewalks and keep noise and speed to a mini-
mum.

Duanesburg/Delanson - All trails are ready to go,
just need snow. C7E has a new wider section up
through Cooley Heights. This route is a much easier
climb. Do not use the old steep trails! They are
closed for good.

Burtonsville - Trails are ready, signs are up. C7E
up through Charleston SF may have reroute, watch
for signs to the changes.

Mariaville - Skyline culvert is all installed. Trails
were open officially for 24 hours! Next kiosk to be
installed at junction of C7B and local trail to Maria-
ville.

Turning back south you will pickup C7E and re-enter
the Frontier area upon crossing Rt 161. Shortly the
trail climbs a steep hill and runs along the western
ridge above the Schoharie Creek. This section of
trail is the most remote part of Frontier passing
through the Lost Valley and Charleston State

Forests. .

If you
were to continue west from Sloansville, you would
be leaving Frontier and entering Cave Country on
C7F.

This
is a test, so that eventually all sleds may be regis-
tered online! (NOT YET -- some day). This info is
from the NYS DMV website: “NYS Registration for
Out-of-State Snowmobile: For non-residents of NYS
with snowmobiles registered in their home states to
apply for a NYS snowmobile registration which is re-
quired to operate the snowmobile in NYS. A tempo-
rary NYS registration is issued at the end of the trans-
action for immediate operation of the snowmobile in
NYS. The transaction is not available to NYS resi-
